Traveling to and from York by air, rail and road 

York is in the North of England. Its local (25 km) airport is Leeds-Bradford which is very well served by KLM (www.klm.com) for most European destinations.  Other airlines that use this airport include  jet2 (www.jet2.com) a budget airline and British Midland (http://www.flybmi.com/bmi/splash.aspx).  

From Leeds Bradford travel to York is easiest by taxi.  If you pick up a taxi at the airport it will cost £40-£50.  An alternative is to pre book. The following firms will do this: ACE taxis in York charge around £35.00  (http://www.acetaxisyork.com/  Tel +44 1904 638888);  Ebor Cars 01904 641441  charge £40;   http://www.near.co.uk/taxis-york/1509/1/ is a website listing all York taxi firms. 
As an alternative a bus http://www.leeds-airport-guide.co.uk/transport.html or taxi can take you to Leeds railway station where a regular train leaves for York. http://www.nationalrail.co.uk/   A taxi from the York railway station to the University is approximately £5.00. This will cost around £20 in total. 
Manchester airport to the west, is a large international airport served by many airlines with a very convenient and regular rail link (90 minutes) directly from the airport to York.  Saver return train fare (for which you need to book ahead on the internet) is approximately £26 http://www.nationalrail.co.uk/ or www.thetrainline.com.  One way car hire may also be practical. All the major car hire companies have offices at Manchester airport. 
Other local airports from which travel to York is straightforward include Newcastle and Durham Tees Valley (also called Teeside) to the North, both served by KLM and Ryanair http://www.ryanair.com/site/EN/. From these airports a mainline train serves the connection to York (Newcastle or Darlington) http://www.gner.co.uk/GNER .

Liverpool is more distant with an appalling rail link (2.5 hours); http://www.tpexpress.co.uk/about/special.asp but with many Easyjet connections

Finally London is two hours by train on the main line http://www.gner.co.uk/GNER and everything more or less flies to one of its airports. Heathrow is most convenient with a cheap tube connection to King’s Cross, the mainline London station for York, next is Gatwick or Luton which involve using at least one train to get to King;s Cross  and least convenient of all is Stanstead which has a train connection to London Liverpool Street Station, from where a tube connects to King’s Cross.
